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The layout for the masterplan responds to your top 
priority: to keep the open, green character of the 
estate.

The street layout will be changed with the estates 
existing crossroads being replaced with one street 
going around the estate. This means that the centre of 
the estate will be a safe, open green space. 

Cheshir House, which is not fit for purpose, will be 
demolished and 75 new affordable extra care homes 
will be built in its place.

Lower-rise housing will be built around the edges of 
the estate, using neglected and under-used spaces to 
provide new homes. 

Three new buildings are added between the existing 
blocks, helping to provide the new homes required.
