As we start the final phase of our Hampden Way reconstruction project, we would like to thank
all residents for their continued patience and cooperation.

Phase Five the of the reconstruction works will start on 3 Mareh 2025 and is scheduled to be
completed on 12 April 2025, weather dependant. The works will run from 125 to 157 Hampden
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Walkways either side of the works will be available, providing access to local businesses and the
rest of the road. Further to this we kindly ask that residents and businesses remove all vehicles
parked from the road before the beginning of Phase Five. You will be unable to move your
vehicle once excavation has commenced.
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There are no parking restrictions in the surrounding roads. The Community Engagement Manag-
er will conduct outreach a week before the construction start date to remind Phase Five resi-
dents to remove their cars from the road.
