NOTICE is hereby given that the London Borough of Barnet (“the Council”) acting in
its capacity as local highway authority proposes to make an Order under section 247
of the Town and Country Planning Act 1990 (as amended) (“the Act”) authorising the
stopping up of the highways described in the First Schedule below and shown
shaded in solid black and the highways shown hatched with black diagonal lines on
Drawing No. 1180-S247-S1005 attached to the Order. This Notice of Intention is a
re-publication of the Notice of Intention dated 26 October 2017 which was advertised
in the London Gazette on the same date and is being re-advertised due to the
passage of time since the last Notice was issued.

IF THE PROPOSED ORDER IS MADE, the stopping up will enable the
redevelopment of Granville Road Estate, NW2 to be carried out in accordance with
the planning permission granted on planning appeal under Part 11l of the Act by the
Planning Inspectorate on 8 August 2016 under planning appeal reference
APP/N5090/W/15/3132049 (planning reference F/04474/14) and will be for no other
purpose.

The Council may disclose the substance of any objection made to the making of the
Order to other persons affected by it and that those persons may wish to
communicate with the objector.

If no objections are duly made to the making of the Order, or if any objections are
withdrawn, the Council may make the Order as an unopposed Order. Any
objections duly made and which are not withdrawn will be referred to the Mayor of
London.
