NOTICE OF INTENTION TO MAKE A STOPPING UP ORDER
SECTION 247 TOWN AND COUNTRY PLANNING ACT 1990

NOTICE is hereby given that the London Borough of Barnet (“the Council”) acting in its capacity as local
highway authority proposes to make an Order under section 247 of the Town and Country Planning Act
1990 (as amended) (“the Act”) authorising the stopping up of the highways described in the Schedule
below as shown hatched and shaded red on Drawing No. UBYZ-HBA-00-00-DR-A-209 attached to the
Order.

IF THE PROPOSED ORDER IS MADE, the stopping up will enable the development of the Land at
Barnet Youth Zone - Montrose Playing Fields Montrose Park HA8 as described in the Schedule to be
carried out in accordance with the planning permission granted under Part Ill of the Act to HH Smith of
Smith's Yard, Rear of 95 Bury Old Road, Whitefield, Manchester, M45 7AY by the Council on 21*
August 2017 under reference number 17/1713/FUL and will be for no other purpose.

COPIES OF THE DRAFT ORDER AND RELEVANT PLAN MAY BE INSPECTED and / or obtained free
of charge between the hours of 9.00am and 4.30pm Monday to Friday (excluding bank holidays and
public holidays) for a period of twenty eight (28) days commencing on 215t March 2019 at the main
reception, Barnet House, 1255 High Road, Whetstone, London N20 OEJ.

ANY OBJECTION to the making of the proposed Order must be made in writing within a period of
twenty eight (28) days commencing on 21t March 2019 by sending written notice to the Traffic and
Development Manager, Development Control Team, Traffic & Development Section, Development &
Regulatory Services London Borough of Barnet, 11" Floor, Barnet House, 1255 High Road, Whetstone,
London, N20 OEJ before 5pm on 18" April 2019.

The Council may disclose the substance of any objection made to the making of the Order to other
persons affected by it and that those persons may wish to communicate with the objector.

If no objections are duly made to the making of the Order, or if any objections are withdrawn, the
Council may make the Order as an unopposed Order. Any objections duly made and which are not
withdrawn will be referred to the Mayor of London.
