THIS ORDER is made by the London Borough of Barnet (“the Council”) acting in its capacity as alocal highway authority and in exercise of its powers under Section 247 of the Town and CountryPlanning Act 1990 (“the Act”) as amended by Section 270 and Schedule 22 of the Greater LondonAuthority Act 1999 and of all other powers enabling it in that behalf.

BY THIS ORDER:

1. The Council authorises the stopping up of the highways described in the First Schedule to this
Order and shown on the Deposited Plan, in order to enable the development described in the
Second Schedule to this Order to be carried out in accordance with the planning permission
granted under Part Ill of the Act by the Council on 3 February 2015 under reference number
1 5/00568/FUL.

2. Where immediately before the date of this Order there is any apparatus of statutoryundertakers under, in, on, over, along or across any area of highway authorised to be stopped
up under this Order then, subject to Section 261(4) of the Act, those statutory undertakersshall continue to have the same rights in respect of that apparatus alter that area of highway
is stopped up as they had immediately before the making of this Order.

3. References to the “Deposited Plan” shall mean the plan numbered 11620-Cl V-750 B,
deposited at the main reception Barnet House,1255 High Road, Whetstone, London N20 OEJ.

DATE OF COMING INTO FORCE

4. This Order shall come into force on the date on which notice that it has been made is first
published in accordance with Section 252(10) of the Act, and may be cited Stopping Up of
Highways (Land at I adjacent to Moreton Close & Salcombe Gardens NW7 2PH).
